The purpose of the meeting is to hold an open discussion between students and 
administrators about the free speech on campus zones and times as well as the student 
empowerment of student affairs.  Everyone is invited to attend.  They are trying to change Ohio 
University’s policy structure.  Believe that senate can make and pass resolutions and the 
administration advises this but there is still a need for more student voice. 

Bromley Hall Council has designated the spots behind Bromley to be ½ hour loading 
spots.  Thank you to all the green senators for their help. 
ONE MINUTES 
 Mr. Jim Hintz, President of Senate, asked everyone to keep on task and listen to 
everyone because there are a lot of presentations and resolutions this meeting.  
 Ms. Sarah Weigel, West Green Senator, said thank you to Bromley hall and that all the 
green senators are willing to help more if needed. 
 Mr. Ken Brown, Chief of Staff, warned senate that University Courtyard apartments are 
not treating residents fairly and would like the university to re-evaluate their role in the project. 
 Mr. Carlos Recordon, International Affairs Commissioner, informed us that there will be a 
traditional Chinese New Year celebration this Sat. 3-11:30pm in Baker Ballroom for $4.  There will 
be food and dancing. 
PRESENTATIONS  
 Mr. Chad Foust, Legislative Aide to Senator Eric Fingerhut, came to speak about higher 
education and the recent hate crimes on campus.  Thank you to Josh Wolf for getting Ohio 
University students feedback.  Chad is from Lima, Ohio; he attended Ohio Northern University 
where he was the president of student senate.  Currently, he works for Senator Fingerhut and is a 
democrat.  He is here today to provide us with his opinion.  Ohio University has been in the news 



a lot with a proposed tuition increase for next year.  He is very mad about this.  Ohio University 
plans a 19.2% increase and Ohio State plans a 34% increase.  He blames the general assembly 
and governor for this problem.  They prioritized to pass the budget bill but felt higher education 
was not important and took off the tuition cap. 
 As far as the recent hate crimes on campus, he asks us to be careful when accusing 
someone of a hate crime.  He also feels laws to punish these offenders need to be put in place. 
 Mr. Frank Bishop, University College Senator, asked how Chad Foust felt about using the 
rainy day fund for higher education. 
 Mr. Foust responded that the rainy day fund has $1 billion reserved and higher education 
does not want to use all of it.  Universities can and should use this money so they do not have to 
increase tuition. 
 Mr. Josh Wolf, State and Federal Affairs Commissioner, asked once the rainy day fund is 
used how do you fund higher education and what can the state do to help. 
 Mr. Foust responded that the main goal is to prioritize.  Get individuals in office that place 
higher education up high on the list for the budget.  Reports show that $400 million can be saved 
by not contracting out for services.  Sometimes you have to focus on a short-term fix and this may 
be it.  There are now less graduates of college and fewer students enrolled in college.  When 
people do graduate they leave Ohio because there are not enough jobs here.  We must 
understand the link between higher education and the economy.  He doesn’t want to raise tax 
and doesn’t believe that we have to.  Ohio has the most robust economy in the past decade but it 
was all given back as tax cuts instead of being invested.  No money was invested into higher 
education or the state.  They gave $2.2 billion back in tax cuts.  We needed investments that 
attract experts in technology. 
 Public school funding K-12 is wrong because it is not evenly distributed.  Things have 
gotten so bad that the Supreme Court is involved.  They mandated schools to do more, which 
didn’t help and then created levies on the ballot.  The third time around with this problem, funding 
was found unconstitutional and the cost to fix was an estimated $800 million to 2.1 billion.  Trying 
to save money but higher education suffers and high school grads cannot afford college tuition.  
The main problem is that we say we are doing something about it and we aren’t then levies get 
put on ballots and are voted down because the community thinks that everything is ok.  We need 
to stop giving a false sense of security.  Voters need the correct information. 
 Mr. Jeremy Charles, an Ohio University senior, gave his presentation on Domestic 
Partner Benefits.  In May 1999, the faculty senate offered benefits to same sex couples to check 
the budget.  The resolution drafted by the Ohio University faculty senate passed but then they 
stopped the effort two years ago.  Other colleges and corporations have accepted this benefit.  
President Glidden says it will be struck down.  Senate needs to pass it for that reason.  He urges 
you to take action, pass a resolution and sign the petition.  We need to keep the university on 
track with this.  Ohio University will not tolerate human rights violations and the students, faculty, 
and staff must do something to support it.  There was a rally for this last quarter and President 
Glidden walked passed holding his head low because he knew the students were right.  The 
petition began and 2 resolutions have been passed.  It is a very minimal cost to add these 
benefits to what is already paid. 
 Mr. Jay Taylor needs 650,000 signatures to get his two levies on ballots.  The first one 
will help first time drug offenders.  Those offenders with no violent past will only have to attend a 
drug treatment program for 90 days then can have their record expunged.  The second involves 
the slow growth annexation process with municipal property.  It lengthens the time frame allotted 
for public due process.  He has voter registration forms if you need one. Please sign the petition if 
you are a registered voter.  Five senators and 33 representatives have proposed the petitions.  
They can have only one county per set.  The money for the rehab will come from the general fund 
allocated amount each year from 2003-2009.

 Ms. Katherine Smith, Academic Affairs, said that as a part of Educational Excellence 
Initiative, she met with Anne Brown and other student leaders to discuss the Office of National 
Competitive Awards and how they can better get their message out to students. They also 
received and reviewed applications for Provost’s undergraduate research fund. They will meet in 
two weeks to allocate the award money. 
 We continue to work on the online course agendas.  There is a prototype for College of 
Fine Arts.  She and Tim will meet with their contact from the Office of the Registrar tentatively 
later this week to discuss linking it to the course selection page. 
 They are starting to put together our winter quarter update packets for the deans.   They 
will include general sheets on the issues we’re working on, as well as a sheet from each college’s 
particular senator.  They will be asking for their feedback. 
 If anyone has an academic issue you’d like us to include in the packets for the dean’s 
consideration, please let her know. 
 Mr. Jeevon Harris, Black Affairs, is still working with the other commissions of the Free 
Your Mind Forum; we are working on publicizing Black History Month programs and the AIDS 
week.

3.  To help the members of Ohio University with issues regarding integration of American and 
International students and the adaptation process of the latter in the U. S. academic and social 
system.

Mr. Josh Wolf, State and Federal Legislative Affairs, is still working on tax-free textbooks 

and super education boards. 
The recent meeting of the Ohio Council of Student Governments should have focused on 

better funding of higher education for all students.  Instead, the general body of OCSG decided 
they would campaign against republicans slash an “I hate Bob Taft campaign”.  Granted, he does 
not support the suggested tuition caps by Senator Coughlin, and Governor Taft’s cuts in higher 
education, nor does he support the past 12 years of tax cuts, which have left higher education 
without proper funding.  However, higher education funding is not a democrat or republican issue, 
it is a student senate issue, therefore why would OCSG, who claim to represent the students, 
alienate all college republicans, greens, and independents by endorsing only democrats and 
running a partisan campaign?  He will not support these actions by OCSG and will continue to 
represent the students of Ohio University, all of the students.   He will continue to attend the 
OCSG meetings and express his dislikes and concern for the organization’s leadership and 
inadequate preparation and rare accomplishments.  We are not partisan; we are non-partisan.  
We have the opportunity to make this the issue for the next election, to make this election for 
higher education, to make all candidates sell us their product, and then to have each student vote 
for whom they believe is right.  In closing, he says boo to OCSG for alienating students, BOO.

Mr. Josh Wolf, State and Federal Affairs Commissioner, has concern about the parking 
passes for students. 

Mr. Dustin Wood, Senator At-large, informs us that every parking lot on campus requires 
a pass that can only be obtain by where you live. 

Ms. Jen Sanson, Senator for University Life, states that this lot is currently used for 
commuter and faculty parking. 

Mr. Josh Wolf, State and Federal Affairs Commissioner, feels that this does not address 
all students. 

There is a motion for unanimous consent.  There is a second to that motion. There is 
dissent.  The debate begins. 

Mr. Tom Nguyen, Osteopathic, presented the con for the resolution that many medical 
students live off campus and this will make it very difficult for commuters to park. 



Ms. Jen Sanson, Senator for University Life, gave the pros that students pay for using 
Ping and are unable to park there.  Commuters must have a pass with a lot number on it to park 
on campus and if this Ping lot is used for all students we will help find parking for commuters.  
Medical students will be able to find parking.  The fees we pay for Ping are used toward the 
parking lot. 

Mr. Frank Bishop, Senator for University College, asked if we could get passes like the 
golfers get. 

Mr. Dustin Wood, Senator At-large, believes that this will allow students with on-campus 
parking passes to park at Ping. 

Ms. Jen Sanson, Senator for University Life, says that it includes all students in general. 
Debate is closed. 
There is a motion for unanimous consent. Motion fails.  There is a motion to appeal to the
