Molly and | presented some
statistics that we had compiled, these numbers are not definite but we threw them out
there so that we could compare ourselves with other institutions. Both Auburn University
and the University of Akron have very steep numbers regarding programming dollars
when compared to ours, ($2.2 million for Auburn, $701,000 for Akron), and thisis
clearly something that we should look more closely at. Currently we receive $480,838
per year.

Patrick Heery, Academic Affairs

First, | would like to remind everyone that this fall’ s Pizza with the Provost will be next
Tuesday, Oct. 3, 5-6:30 p.m. in the 1954 Lounge. There will be free pizzaand an
opportunity to make your voice heard. Please, everyone, speak to your student
organizations, your friends, the student groups in your college, and encourage them to
attend. Not only will they be able to discuss issues with Provost Krendl, but they will also
have the opportunity to meet our new VP for Student Affairs, Kent Smith.

Our commission is busy promoting the event. Midterms and the plague- or whatever is
going around- have laid low many of my senators, and thus some of their reports are a bit
on the lighter side.

Senator Parish adapted Senator Odom’ s speech on peer mentoring which she gaveto
student organizations in her college. He will be using that for his own initiatives within
Arts and Sciences. He has also continued reviewing and considering the other materials
she sent him.



Senator Marvin set up ameeting with Mike Bila, the Assistant Dean for Student Services
in the College of Business. He has maintained a dialogue with some student groups’
leaders and the college’ s peer mentoring advisor.

Senator Cataline met with Commissioner Wemer to discuss the LGBT Commission and
its plans for this quarter. She also set up a meeting with her dean, and began researching
information | sent her concerning the difficult Dialoguesinitiatives.

Senator Odom has continued her |eadership of peer mentoring in her college. She will be
meeting with her dean in afew weeks, when she plans to propose the idea of “Pizzawith
the Dean” as a spin-off from Pizza with the Provost, while also discussing peer
mentoring, Student Ambassadors, and assistant dean search committees. Senator Odom
contributed her ideas concerning the possible LC for women in scholarship and
leadership. In addition, she will be working with Senator Parish on peer mentoring. His
college already has student ambassadors but no peer mentors, whereas Education has
peer mentors but no ambassadors.

Senator Conley set up a meeting with her dean. She will be working on creating a*“Pizza
with the Dean.” In addition, she will be looking at security in the Music and Art
buildings. Senator Conley shared her thoughts with me on the idea of creatingan LC
which would focus on women in scholarship and leadership. Sheisin the process of
creating alist of presidents of student organizations within her college. And of course,
she continues her reading for the Gen Ed committee.

Senator Sampson organized meetings with his dean, associate dean, and Jesse
Meganhardt, our previous Engineering Senator. With Jesse, he discussed freshman
transition. He also attended the Stocker Scholars meeting.

Senator Ungar continued her dialogue with members of her constituency. Sheisaso
trying to set up a meeting with an assistant dean in her college.

Senator Feldman has been preparing for this Thursday’ s Day of Discussion concerning
Academic Dishonesty. Senator Feldman had a meeting with President Allen, after she
had spoken with me, where it was decided that Senator Feldman will be chairing a
student committee with the charge of addressing academic dishonesty, specifically the
examination of a possible honor code, and working closely with her current University
committee. We all feel that students must be integral to this process. Otherwise, there will
be no student buy-in. Y ou can expect to hear more about thisin the coming weeks.
Senator Feldman has been working with the Minority Affairs Commission, focusing on
out-of-state students. They are considering the provision of transportation to and from the
airport and a possible out-of-state L C. In addition, she worked with Commissioner Diehl
on the creation of the residence hall visitation policy resolution.

Senator Schuette emailed faculty within her college, introducing herself and making
herself available to them. Tomorrow, she will be meeting with her dean. She has found



out that her college does after al have a mentoring program offered to first year students,
upon request. This may be the initiative Rick Linn, Director of Precollege, just started,
but I am not sure. In addition, she has been speaking with the Women'’s Affairs
Commission about supporting The Vagina Monologues, which she is directing. She
thought it might be a good idea to have a representative from the commission there to
introduce students to the Women's Affairs Commission, while also bringing to light
various women'’ s issues.

On Monday, | had a meeting with Commissioner Robbins and LC Director Wendy Merb-
Brown to discuss the retention issues for high-performing women. We specifically
addressed the idea of creating an LC. We are not sureif thisis the best route and are
currently looking into other possihilities, while also continuing our research. That
Monday, | aso printed off flyersfor Pizza with the Provost. And | had a meeting with the
VP for Finance, William Decatur- a very successful meeting. He told me that we should
have the General Fee Governance Council convened within afew weeks. He plans to
have it hold hearings during Winter Quarter and to have its report submitted by the
beginning of Spring Quarter, making recommendations for next year’s budget! Thisis
very exciting. It might actually happen. For the most part, he was supportive of our
resolution’ s recommendations. He had reservations about the final clause which called
for theinclusion in the official process of speaking to the Trustees. He said we always
have the prerogative to address the Board, but it isunlikely it will be codified into the
officia process. Aslong as we have that option, | am not too concerned. President
McDavis has commissioned VP Decatur to write a response to our request. He has
subsequently commissioned his Assistant VP, Dawn Copeland, to draft an official
procedure. | requested that | be shown that prior to its codification. Bureaucratic changes
do not worry me; however, we do need to guarantee that the principles we established,
such as student governance, are upheld. | have also set up a meeting with Terry Hogan,
Dean of Students, to discuss the same issue. Follow-up on this resolution has been my
priority at the moment.

In addition, | assisted with some of the intern interviews, attended a Unify meeting, and
attended the quarterly meeting of University Academic Advising Council’s executive
committee. | sent lengthy and detailed emails to each of my senators going them
recommendations for their projects since | got the sense that some of them were feeling a
bit lost. End of report.
