Commissioner Vonville: The commissioner meeting will be at 4:45 in the Student
Senate office, so that we can walk around the city streets petitioning for off-campus
recycling.



PRESENTATIONS

A. BrendaLlewellyn, Classified Senate Treasurer
| will be discussing the Classified Senate’ s Scholarship opportunities and some
other programs. The Classified Senate will be hosting an “Employee of the
Month” program which will give a nominated employee a day off with pay and
their picture will be placed in the Human Resources office. This employee can be
nominated by any faculty or staff member or student. This program will be free of
cost and is open to any department.

The classified senate will also sponsor undergraduate scholarships. These
scholarships include the Ohio University Employee Scholarship, Regional
Campus Scholarship, Academic Scholarship, Nontraditional Scholarship,
Multicultural Scholarship. These scholarships will be based on the student’s
FAFSA and are need-based. The scholarships are funded entirely through the
Ohio University blanket and pillow sales. We sell coverlet blankets and pillows
(Coverlet blanket, green/tan, $50. New/Old Baker Center pillow, $25). All of the
proceeds of these sales go toward funding these scholarships. Y ou can fill out an
order form on the website www.ohio.edu/csen.

B. Christine Sheets, Asst. VP Auxiliary Services
Asyou al probably know, the Oasiswill be closing on November 21%. The
employees of the Oasis will have top priority in being placed in over 200
positions available in the new university center. Currently, Dining Services has a
retail proposal for the Oasis site. And in replacement of the Oasis will be new
options, such as the Shively Grab’n’ Go as well as other on-campus facilities
which are being considered for late night and additional menu offerings.
Commissioner Vonville: What were the reasons behind the decision to close the
Oasis?
Christine Sheets: Thereisalot of competition within area around the Oasis,
including the Shively Market and Dining Hall, Café Bibliotech, and the new
university center dining options. Also, the Oasis will be renovated, because of the
utilities, infrastructure, water line break, leaks, and lack of electrical capacity.
Commissioner Vonville: Was renovation of the Oasis considered?
Christine Sheets. Renovation and modification were considered, as well as
cooking food off-site for the Oasis.
Senator Schuette: How will future renovation affect students using Morton Hill?
Christine Sheets: There are no current decisions being made on the future of the
Oasis site
Commissioner Heery: How many students were consulted before the decision to
close?
Christine Sheets. The Porter Study was conducted in 2002, which was conducted
by Survey Monkey and was consulted in the spring of 2006. The survey included
600 participants. 60% of the students in the survey wanted a grocery option on
campus and 52% wanted a convenience/office supply store on campus. There was
also aHousing Masterplan and Off-Campus Study. Also, we consulted Trade
magazines and made comparison with other peer institutions.



Commissioner Wemer: Arethere plans for the renovation of the Shively
Complex for Winter Quarter?

Christine Sheets: | do not have specific answers, but new offerings will bein
place for winter quarter.

Senator Conley: Will bus services to the airport be relocated from Oasis site?
Christine Sheets. Thereis apossibility of relocating the bus services to the new
university center. Thereis also apossibility of the bus services being taken on by
the Transportation Department. Although, these plans have not been finalized.
Senator Kostiha: Will the bus servicesto the airport still be an option for
students?

Christine Sheets: We have reapplied for a grant to continue the bus services.
Currently, we do not know who will manage the bus service.

Senator Radcliffe: Will the Oasis building be demolished?

Christine Sheets: Thereis no current decision on the future of the Oasis site.
Commissioner Diehl: Isthere atimetable for the future of the Oasis?
Christine Sheets. No current timetable has been set at this point.
Commissioner Vonville: Did the Masterplan Committee have asay in this
decision to close the Oasis?

Christine Sheets. The Masterplan Committee is still being finalized— addressed
the fact that the Oasis site is real estate; any decision made will beto serve
greatest number of students, faculty, and staff.

| met with Joe Brennan and other PR folks on campus last Friday to discuss the negative
spotlight placed on Ohio in the recent media. After that meeting, | wrote aletter to the
editor of the New Y ork Times and the Plain Dealer (who ran an article that same
morning). Frankly, | am extremely put out by these negative and plainly inaccurate
articles about the university. And as student leaders — as ticked-off student leaders —we
should make our voice heard. | would like to encourage anyone who' s annoyed by this
inaccurate portrayal in the mediato write to papers from your hometown that print
articles about Ohio, and let them know your story.

Here' s an excerpt from the Time' s letter:



“1 and two other student leaders were interviewed for an entire hour, yet the reporter’s
only mention of student opinion, one unattributed sentence, certainly did not capture our
feelings.

Not only has the university been honest and particularly open, | and many other students
have been involved with faculty, administrators, and staff in discussions of the issues and
in making decisions about fixing them.

The Times also failed to note Ohio’s excellence. In 2005, our students led the state with
the largest number of nationally-competitive awards. For graduation rate performance,
U.S. News ranks us 9th among the 248 national doctoral universities.

| am extremely disappointed in The Times for not recognizing what | and the vast
majority of studentswitness. We are a university of integrity, social acceptance and
academic excellence. | am proud to be an Ohio Bobcat.”

Also on Friday, we were scheduled to have a Master Plan Advisory meeting, but it was
cancelled. With the number of facilities management decisions happening around this
campus (like the Oasis situation and the soon-to-open university center), | was extremely
disappointed to learn about the meetings cancellation and am still looking to find the
reason it and the other fall quarter meetings were cancelled.

VP Crites, Treasurer McKenney, and | had our weekly meeting with Dr. Smith on
Monday where we discussed the general fee, aforum about retention rates, and student
input on facilities management decisions. Also on Monday, | attended a meeting about
the move-in procedures for the new university center — so exciting! So get ready to pack
up in the next few weeks for our move across the green.

Y esterday was areally busy day. We had a Council of Student Leaders lunch were we
spoke to Dr. Smith about budget transparency and dining hall issues —including the Oasis
situation. Immediately following that meeting (with perfect timing), Dr. Smith and | met
with Christine Sheets, who presented the information that you heard tonight about the
Oasis and other dining hall changes. Later that evening | went with Tim to the Athens
Clean and Safe Halloween Committee meeting, which was entertaining as always, but 1’1
let him divulge the details.

Thanks everyone. This executive session should go quickly tonight. We have two pretty
important main issues to discuss.

1. First, the new calendar system.

SENATOR'SREPORTS

Patrick Heery, Academic Affairs

Senator Parish met with a member of constituency to discuss problems within the
college. Hefound that informal peer mentoring is already occurring on occasion within
the college. Hisresearch of Student Ambassadors has continued.

Senator Marvin spoke with the Ohio Business Fellows, specifically asking for their
opinion on the college’ s peer mentoring program and for any recommendations they may
have to improveit.

Senator Cataline reviewed the Difficult Dialogues grant document again. Upon further
review, she is unsure what role we can play. | too was uncertain. So she will be talking
with David Descutner to ascertain if there is any contribution Senate can make to the
initiative. Senator Cataline met with her dean. They discussed a possible Pizza with the
Dean, retention issues (TCOM has the lowest retention in the college, but overall, the
college is doing well), peer mentoring (some schools like Scripps apparently already have
some sort of program up and running), academic advising, expanding honors housing,
and academic honesty.



Senator Sampson had a meeting with his assistant dean. They discussed the proposal
concerning the future of the college from Jesse Megenhardt and Senator Sampson. They
will be proceeding forward with the proposal, next addressing the student council as well
as the Stocker Scholars.

Senator Conley had a meeting with her dean. They discussed security for academic
buildings. It turns out that the Art building now has akeypad lock system for after-hours
but the college had to pay for it out of its own academic fund, whereas it should have
come from Facilities Management. The music building isalso in need of heightened
security. The question is: where will the money come from? |s each college on its own
now to provide security to its students? Senator Conley also pitched the idea of a Pizza
with the Dean, and Dean McWeeny loved theidea. He informed Senator Conley that no
progress has been made with Artsfor Ohio. Finally, they talked about the three
administrative searches in the college. Senator Conley volunteered to serve on one of
these search committees and has requested student representation for each.

Senator Ungar assisted with voter registration. She has been in contact with the student
advisory board in her college and plans on attending their next meeting.

Senator Feldman is still working on organizing the student academic honesty committee.
She met with Dr. Titsworth, the co-chair of the university Academic Honesty Committee,
and discussed the purpose of the committee. He agrees that student input is crucial. She
also spoke with the possible co-chair for her committee, Kevin Smith from Graduate
Student Senate.

Senator Schuette has been in contact with Char Rae (director of BSS) and another faculty
member about organizing a group of BSS students into aformal group/organization. This
would be an optimal opportunity for these students to network and to provide some
leadership within their program and college as awhole. It seems there may have been
something similar years ago: there was at least an intro class but it was discontinued.
Senator Schuette will also be looking at the BSS programs at other ingtitutions. She also
contacted Commissioners Diehl and Walker about the disability rooming issue. And she
has been devel oping a Pizza with the Dean within University College.

At our commission meeting, we briefly discussed an idea | had last week, an ideathat
built upon suggestions from other members of Senate: a diversity and retention forum or
focus group to which we would invite representatives from pertinent student
organizations. First, some Senate members would explain the current issues and data.
Then, the group as a whole would discuss causes and solutions, since there are
undoubtedly common principles underlying each subgroup. Then they will break into
subgroups based on theme (e.g. high-performing students, minority students, LGBT
students, transfer students). There a more focused discussion will ensue. Following that,
the group will come back together and discuss further. Thiswill be a great opportunity to
gather ideas in one large brainstorming session while a so including these non-Senate
groups in the discussion and plans. We need to do a better job of reaching out to the
student body, and thiswill be one way in which we can do that. Student Affairs has



agreed to provide lunch. Now we just need to plan the event and invite people. | have
received support thus far from President Allen, Vice President Crites, and Commissioners
Adeyanju, Wemer, and Robbins. The next step isto plan the event and to identify the
student groups we want to personally invite.

| informed the commission that they need to write letters to the administration demanding
action on budget transparency and accountability. The creation of the General Fee
Governance Council isabig part of this, but the issue is even larger and requires
attention. | continue to press the administration for the immediate creation of the general
fee committee. | still await aresponse.

| asked each of my senators to contact their respective college senators within Graduate
Student Senate so that they can touch base and possibly work together on some projects.

Last Thursday, | had a meeting with Mike Bilato discuss some advising initiatives. | am
particularly following up on our resolution last year which requested that administrators
or faculty be sent to advising conferences so that they may be more informed when it
comes to new advising models and strategies.

Last Friday, | had a meeting with Dean Hogan to discuss the general fee committee
resolution, which he strongly supports. He wanted to make sure that the work done by
the Resources Committee of Vision Ohio was not lost. | assured him that | had every
intention of using their work. It would be wasteful and disrespectful to simply do the
work over again. Thiswork consists of an identification of how the money is currently
spent, the categories and scope of the fee, and various formulae. Thiswill be our
foundation. It will then be the prerogative of the committee to realign the spending as it
sees fit. Dean Hogan also had some concerns about the recommended membership of the
committee, and | am looking into that further.

That same day, | had a meeting with Dale Tampke, the new Associate Provost for
retention. He informed me of some initiatives that are taking place in order to increase
retention. Many of these have been going on for some time now, while some are
relatively new. It was a productive and informative meeting. He supported the idea of
the forum.

This Monday, | attended the second meeting of the student group I mentioned in my last
report. | plan on attending as much as possible. | think it isimportant that Senate is able
to hear the concerns of its constituents (in fact it is our duty), and this group seemsto
have some very serious ones.

This Monday | also met with the Ombuds and the Associate Ombuds. Prior to this
meeting, | was sure to read through their entire annual report and take notes on pertinent
comments or recommendations. The meeting was very productive and positive. They
will probably be coming to one of our meetings in January to give a presentation. We
discussed some projects Senate is working on, and we will be seeing how we might work
together.



Today, | attended the University Academic Advising Council general body meeting. End
of report.
