All forum subgroup moderators sent me their notes and conclusions. | am currently in
the process of tabulating the results and synthesizing the information. | hope to have a
draft of that report complete by the beginning of next week.

Senator Parish isin search of an intern from the College of Arts and Sciences to assist
him with his peer mentoring project. Thisweek, he plans on meeting with his dean,
attending the Arts and Sciences Student Ambassadors meeting and beginning his
planning of Pizza with the Dean.

Senator Marvin and | met last Thursday to discuss his plans for the quarter and future
projects. He also spoke with his predecessor, Matt Taylor, about a central student
organization in the College of Business. He has been in contact with Mike Bilain CoB.



He spoke with Vice President Crites about the Heritage Committee. He has continued his
research into peer mentoring in the college.

Senator Cataline’ s committee on semesters vs. quarters met again this past Sunday.
Several individuals will be working on the development of a survey, while others are
conducting more in-depth research into some institutions which have recently made or
are presently considering the transition to semesters. Senator Cataline also attended the
Pride Week Steering Committee meeting, conducted her own research for the semesters
vS. quarters committee, had a meeting with Associate Provost Tuck concerning her
committee and research, and attended a meeting of the Student Trustee Selection
Committee.

within the college. Her dean has already begun this process. Senator Odom also
attended a Capital committee meeting within her college; she reports that nothing major
istaking place. The College Ambassadors training session will be coming up soon;
Senator Odom is assisting with the organization of that session. Sheisin the process of
recruiting a new mentor group, while looking into the creation of a possible website, the
addition of people, and summer orientation efforts.

Senator Feldman attended a meeting of the University Academic Integrity committee.
She and | met this past Friday to discuss the creation of the Honor Code Committee. On
Friday, she also attended a budget meeting and served as a proxy at the SAC meeting.
She has spoken with Judy Piercey and Commissioner Walker about the creation of an out
of state student organization or learning community. She sent me her notes and
conclusions from the forum.

Senator Schuette met with Commissioners Diehl and Walker to continue their talks on
disability rooming at Ohio University. After hearing from several departments on
campus, they have devised a plan. Thefirst course of action isto have Senator Schuette
talk with Pam Drake in Housing, who will hopefully answer some carefully designed
guestions on the matter. She also met with Laura Chapman in University Collegeto
discuss Pizzawith the Dean. The event for the undecided majors will primarily be a
socia event, whereas the event for BSS students will hopefully be truer to our original
intent: namely, the provision of an opportunity for students to ask questions and institute
accountability concerning policy. She will also be trying to resurrect the BSS reception
which has not occurred for some time now. Senator Schuette continues her work with
Commissioner Robbins, Take Back the Night and the Vagina Monologues.

Intern Brianna Savoca and | met after our commission meeting to discuss projects for the
quarter. Shewill be joining Senator Feldman’s academic integrity student committee.

Commissioner Diehl: Before we get started | have three amendments. Firstly, we would
like to add Ashton Finical as afourth sponsor after line 22. Also, we want to add a third
stipulation that the remaining balance not allocated to SAC be used only to cover those
expenses associated with overtime incurred by staff. | have three major points: One
problem with the ideais the total lack of opportunity for students to have avoicein this
decision. Two, we do support the Halloween fee in principle. However, we are not
endorsing the fee for the amount of $25. We feel there isn’t enough precedent to research
from other universities as to what the fee should be. We support the principle that guests
are the primary cause for the increase in security levels. It’ s not the students on campus at
OU that cause the majority of the Halloween related problems. We feel that visitors
during that weekend should shoulder the burden of security costs. It’simportant that the
process be transparent as well as consistent with other transparency resolutions the
Student Senate had in the past. Some will argue that these fees should be added to fees of
those living in the residence halls, but the presence of visitors affects the entire university
community (not just the guests of those living in the dorms). There are events that are
planned specifically to deter them from Court Street and so all students should benefit
from these fees. Shared governance should not be a selective principle. The
administration can't just pick and choose what to include us on.

Senator K ostiha: The administration approaches us just to implement these policies that
they create, not to make decisions about them. We should be involved in the conception
of these policies. The administration is not practicing what they preach with Vision Ohio.
(Reads a quote from Vision Ohio) “ Shared governance is important to our decision-
making process...All individuals are valued, their skills and knowledge cultivated and
developed.” The development of these policiesis akey time for students to better their
decision making skills. My constituents have made it clear that they are disappointed with
the process of creating policies that affect them directly.



Senator Smith: We believe that the idea and theory behind the fee are okay. | do,
though, see some potential problems with the collection of the fee for the Residence Life
community. Resident Assistants are not the only ones who have access to the office
where these fees would be collected and stored. Post office personnel, the janitorial staff,
etc. can access the offices. We are concerned about collecting a large amount of money
and keeping it in the dormitory offices, because there is arisk posed with that decision.
That isincluded with the appendix. There is the added responsibility for collecting the fee
with the RAs.

Senator Finical: The passing of this resolution will ensure proper policy. Who's actually
being charged the fee? Will it go through the bursar? Will this fee act as a punishment to
the student? If it is cash or check, will it cost more to collect than the profit of the fee?
Other concerns may arise; do the housing policies support this fee? These are important
factors of this policy for the overall fair representation of student constituents of the
university.

Commissioner Redd: Inlines 20, 19, 17 of the resolution, you say support the principle
of the fee. Why should we support this? What is the support for a $10 fee and a $20
dollar fee?

Commissioner Diehl: That resolution was voted down last week by the student senate.
It’s not the fee, but the theory that goes with it. No matter if you' re a student or not you
will have to pay.

Commissioner Vonville: Can you reword your question Commissioner Redd?
Commissioner Redd: I’m not trying to get into a debate. Last week we supported a
resolution to not charge students a fee for Halloween. Why do you think that since we
voted a similar resolution down last week that we would support this resolution now?
Commissioner Diehl: The town istrying to charge everyone and there are alot of
different factors involved. Now, the university isjust going to charge OU students and
their guests, which are the primary reason for increased security costs. The university has
to change the locks to the dorms for this specific weekend, because we have 4,000 extra
people that cause problems on campus. Did | answer your gquestion?

Commissioner Redd: Kind of.

Senator Bell: Asaperson living in the residence halls, why are you in support of this fee
when your constituents are against it?

President Allen: Question please.

Commissioner Diehl: Most of the students I’ ve talked to are for the fee, even if those
you've talked to aren’t. It'sadivisive issue, but most of the people I’ ve talked to are in
support of the theory behind the fee. The wording isintentional in this resolution; we are
not supporting the fee of $25, but a fee lesser than that to shoulder some of the burden of
the extra security costs.

Vice President Crites: Would you consider restructuring the resolution? Could we just
write aresolution about the implementation of the fee?

Commissioner Diehl: If you want to amend it.

Vice President Crites: Just athought.

Senator Bell: Could we amend it so it would say just the implementation ideas?
Commissioner Diehl: No.

Commissioner Redd: We should table this resolution.

Commissioner Diehl: What does that mean?



President Allen: If we table the resolution that means we won't vote on it tonight.
Commissioner Vonville: Why would it be counterproductive to not go along with the
fee?

Commissioner Diehl: It’s already been stated by the university that the fee is going to be
implemented. So, no matter what it’ s going to happen. We a so need to be clear about the
process and make sure it is transparent, because alot of time we don’t know where the
money from these feesis going. We need to make sure that this money is being used to
ensure that our security needs are met. Without transparency, we won'’t know 100% that
what we think is being paid with the fee really is. We don’t support thisfeeif the
administration does not provide transparency.

Commissioner Diehl: PRO: I've aready stated alot of the points of why I'min favor of
this resolution. But, | want to summarize. We don'’t support that the fee is $25, but we
support the fee itself, because the university hasto increase security due to the influx of
guests. There are alot of questionsin Appendix A that the university hasto answer.
Commissioner Redd: CON: I’m concerned that the student senate will be contradicting
ourselvesif we pass this. We didn’t have any input in the conception of this fee, we don’t
want to have to pay afeefor our friends and family to come visit us, and | don’t think its
right. | agree with alot of the questions that are in the resolution appendix. There needs
to be accountability, but I’m concerned with supporting the fee. Of course they want to
keep trouble makers out, but | don’t support afee. You have to represent the student
body, that’s why were here.

Commissioner Vonville: PRO: | asked you to make a distinction between what’ s going
on between residence halls and what’ s going on uptown, but after close consideration |
have seen that OU is going to do this no matter what and the best chance we have of
getting transparency within this process is doing it with the language in this resolution.
And also it’ s areactive measure. Please step back and understand that this feeis going to
be implemented regardless and we have to express our resentment at the fact that we
haven't been considered in the decision to charge a fee to students and guests.

Senator Bell: CON: | want to say that thisis not aresolution that is showing the true
voice of the student body, especially of those in the dorms. | think thisis contradicting
ourselves that we're for the fee, but we want these other things implemented. I’ m not
happy that they didn’'t ask students, the ones that pay the salaries of the administrators,
the students who have lived in the dorms. It’s not the $25, it’s the principle that students
need to have avoice. | agree with the second part, but it is contradicting itself in the
entire resolution.

Senator Noble: CON: This resolution was unfortunately written in the way that it was to
go with the majority of what was seen last week. | understand that it’s going to be
implemented anyway and I’ m upset that they didn’t talk to usfirst. I’ ve been talking to
constituents all week, all of whom are overwhelmingly against the Halloween fee. | urge
you al not to vote for it.



Commissioner Heery: PRO: We already pay thisfee. | want to make this clear. The
guestion iswho will shoulder this fee, those who are responsible for this cost or those
who are not responsible for it. We aren’t opposed to the general fee, we strive to oppose
feesincurred on students. We opposed last week’ s resol ution, because of its dangerous
implications. Representation of studentsis serious and Commissioner Bell’s concerns are
valid. We are representatives of the students. We must represent what we consider to be
in their best interest and that is a valid reason to oppose this resolution. We have
consulted our constituents and we need to act on what isrational consideration to
represent students. What would most benefit students, what would give them the services
they most require, and what would create accountability?

Vice President Crites: CON: My sincere apologies to Commissioner Diehl about my
breach of order earlier in the meeting. Y our time is appreciated. There are two main
issues here. | agree with the resolve clauses 19 and 23. | think that we should go clause
by clause and vote on it. My issue is that maybe we should look at this resolution
separately and have a statement on shared governance. And maybe we' re just spinning
our wheels, but | think that it lendsitself to accountability to future students and leaders
here in the senate. It's an issue. My main point is| think that as far as the clarity of the
resolution, look at it line by line. We're denouncing shared governance in this resolution
and in our next resolution applauding the administration’ s shared governance for other
issues. Thisisalittle bit reaction and retribution for me.

Commissioner Diehl: The administration can’t be selective. They can’t have student
senate included on some issues and then not include us in another issue completely. We
were given no voice in the creation of this policy. Commissioner Redd, did you tell the
students that you talked to about this fee that university budgets $100,000 on security for
Halloween? Did you tell them this before you asked them to give you their opinion of this
fee? We could do alot more productive things with this money instead of using it for this.
Asfor representing our constituents, our job isto do what is best for your students and
guests alike. We have aresponsibility and without that assurance to ensure your safety
while you' re on this campus we don’t support this. We took the time to make sure that
that’ s how it would be interpreted.

Commissioner Redd: | understand all of your points going back to the issue of the city
of Athens charging afee on Court Street, but you' re paying to have more security and
you're paying for a better environment. These fees will be here next year. Also, we are
losing money. Our constituents don’t want that $25 fee.

Commissioner Vonville: Everything has already been said.

Senator Bell: What are the schools charging people for Halloween? Thisis the
administration going through with a policy without a game plan. This resolution says that
the university is charging people a fee of $25, but they don’t know how their going to
implement this plan and go through with it. They came up with charging kids with $25,
but not how to implement it and who' s collecting it. Are there forms for those living in
the residence halls? There’' s nothing we were told. They don’t know what they’ re doing.
My opinion as a student is that it doesn’t look good when the administration doesn’t
know how they’re going to implement a plan.

Commissioner Diehl: The administration not having a plan for the implementation of
this fee is an opportunity for us to say that we didn’t like our non-inclusion in its
conception and thisis how we should move forward. We need to send a message that the
administration should include student senate from the beginning of a policy idea, passing
this resolution shows that we are a valuable tool in the shared governance process. Our
input is essential for the administration to successful in this process. If you would have
included us from the beginning we could have foreseen these problems and avoided this
conflict earlier.

The
incidents with Halloween have been decreasing in the past year.

Commissioner Diehl: The arrests actually went up this past year from 2003.
Commissioner Heery: Vice President Crites point isagood one. We should not support
thisfee just because it’s already going to happen. Everyone should know that. That’s why
| wouldn’t just approve this. We must oppose something that we oppose to the end. We
should support this fee, because we do agree with the principle of the fee, not the amount.
We can't just oppose it, because of the amount. It’s not rational. We need to say that we
are mature and we support this contingent on certain factors. If the administration wants
direction then we (student senate) can give them direction in the plan. Thisresolution is
completely different than the next resolution. We are adding an amendment to add greater
shared governance. We will determineif the feein principleis supportable.

Vice President Crites: Well put. My only argument is that an executive decision is made
and our consolation isthat we get to help implement it and | think we need to not
condone these acts from the administration. It’s not a good practice for us or them to have
atop-heavy administration over students. | think it’'s contrived to support this theory
when we haven't talked to our congtituents. | think we need to express these ideas
differently.
